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From the minister                        Be God’s people, everywhere, every day 
 

Going on a journey is exciting! At least it always was when I was a child. 
That moment when the caravan was finally hitched up to the car and we 
set off it was always exciting, it was the start of an adventure, of going 
somewhere new, seeing new places. We toured Europe but most of the 
time I had no idea where we were going, or how long we would stay, but I 
knew it would be a journey filled with adventures and new experiences. 
 

Our life with God should be like a journey. We should be on the move, on 
an exciting journey, filled with adventures and new experiences.  That 
doesn’t mean it’s always easy. The song written by Andy Flannagan for Thy 
Kingdom Come 2022 is called ‘Not made for the harbour’ and it sums up 
this idea of life as a follower of Jesus being a journey.  The words are Ψ²Ŝ

a Father, though we may be tossed about, but your presence in the storm, 
it walls us in and calls us out.’ 
 

Being out alone on the ‘sea of life’ may seem scary. It reminds me of when 
Jesus sent his 12 disciples out to tell others of the kingdom of God and heal 
those who were ill, saying Ψ¢ŀƪŜ ƴƻǘƘƛƴƎ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ ƧƻǳǊƴŜȅΩΧ  (Luke 9:3a). For 
the disciples this meant taking a risk, trusting in Jesus, even knowing that 
some people would not be open to their message and they must move on. 
In many ways this was a practice run for when Jesus had ascended into 
heaven and they were left on their own. On their own but empowered by 
the Holy Spirit who came and filled them on the day of Pentecost. So they 
could, and did, proclaim the good news of Jesus and Kingdom of God, and 
the church grew in number daily.  
 

I wonder how the line from this year’s TKC song ‘May we risk what was 
never ours’ makes you feel? Afraid because of the risk involved? Or joyful 
because we have been given an amazing gift ‘we have this treasure in jars 
of clay to show that this all-surpassing power is from God and not from us.Ω 
(2 Cor 4:7) God’s amazing grace is not for us to keep to ourselves but for us 
to go out and share with others, that his Kingdom may come.  
What if the bigger risk we take is not setting out, not journeying to where 
God would have us be?  May God be with each of you as you journey on 
with God.

This meant that we all had to be on constant alert. 

 

Watching these excursions, I was struck by how delighted Milo was upon 

being able to move and explore his surroundings. There were constant huge 

smiles of joy at his own achievements and also smiles of delight from the 

rest of us. 
 

We spent the rest of the week rock-climbing, visiting places and playing on 

the beaches. Freddie learned how to skim stones in the rock-pools and 

played ñskip-rockò for ages until the tide came in.

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Short Circuit  

 

There has recently been a number of queries about circuit matters from 

churches throughout our circuit and I thought that I should do my best to put 

you in the picture as far as I can. 

 

The past two years have been difficult for us all, as individuals, and as 

churches and the circuit has not been exempt from this. In very uncertain 

times all of us have found it difficult to make plans when things have been 

changing on a daily, if not hourly, basis. 

 

The main task of the circuit is to try to provide resources and support for the 

individual churches to carry out their mission and during lockdowns with 

subsequent restrictions we have all found this to be very difficult to do 

adequately. This has been made even more difficult as, during this time, four 

ministers (two of them in LEPs) have, for very good reasons, left our circuit 

but at a time when it was not possible to go through the stationing process. 

In addition to this we have had three ministers on sabbatical for three months 

each during the last year. 
 

There have been serious staff illnesses which have meant that for long 

periods many of our circuit staff have been unable to play a full part in the 

life of the church.  
 

We have been fortunate that the District has offered help and we have Chris 

Briggs part-time at Littleover church and Andrew Charlesworth is covering 

some of the superintendent`s duties for the next few months. This will mean 

that, inevitably, there will need to be some rearrangements to make sure that 

our churches have ministerial support in the coming year. We shall be going 

into stationing for September 23 but in the current state of the connexion we 

are not guaranteed a minister. 

 

In addition, at the moment, we are at least two circuit stewards down and in 

the next two years or so there will be no circuit stewards at all. This is a 

desperate situation as stewards need to be ñphased inò to be able to 

understand their roles. If you, or someone you know, would consider being 

a circuit steward, please let one of the present stewards know so that we can 

discuss the matter with you/them.

What stops us moving forward? 

¶ We listen to narratives of decline and defeat which persuade us that our 

mission will always fail 

¶ We do not like risk. We choose to conserve what we have which prevents us 

investing in growth. 

¶ We forget that God is always speaking new things into existence.”  

Our agreed aims over the next 5 years: 
For those both inside and outside the church to grow in the Love of God and 
show that love by serving the Community of Mickleover and beyond. 

¶ To offer a wide range of opportunities that attract those inside and outside 

the church so that more people worship God in spirit and in truth. 
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¶ To offer more opportunities to help more people inside and outside the 

church to grow in the knowledge and love of God. 

¶ For our building to become a thriving Christian Community so that more 

people in Mickleover see the Church as a place of acceptance and love. 

¶ For God’s people to be equipped and challenged to transform the world 

¶To have a thriving church community with a quarter of the church being 

under 60. 

The choice facing us at this moment 
The Leadership Team believe that: 

¶ God does not stand still and neither should we  

¶ We do not need to wait until the next minister comes to start moving 

forward because this could be a long time as there are a lack of ministers 

available. 

¶ We need to organise ourselves as a church to ensure we can continue to 

move forward with or without a minister. 

¶ We know that so many people work very hard for the church in lots of 

different ways. Can we encourage more people to become involved in helping 

the Church?  

¶ To do that we need to agree on where we want to be in 5 years’ time and 

how we are going to get there.

¶Do you think our Church works together well? 

¶Do you want our church to move forward or stay the same? 

¶Do you agree with these aims? 

So what is our choice as a church? 

¶ Do we have a consensus on the way forward for our church? 

¶ Do we choose staying the same and heading towards inevitable decline and 

closure?

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Ukrainian church leaders urge people to pray. 
 

A senior church leader in Ukraine has told the citizens that Russia’s war on 
Ukraine “did not begin with missiles and bombs – it began with deception, 
untruth and lies.”  says the head of Ukraine’s independent Orthodox 
Church, Metropolitan Epiphany (Dumenko). 

“The Lord is now showing us how we must resist with the testimony of 
truth. Evil is evil, not just an alternative viewpoint, and war is war, not just 
some conflict. Rapists, looters and murderers are criminals, and what they 
are perpetuating is a genocide of the Ukrainian people.” 

The Metropolitan also said that Ukrainians knew that Russia had long had 
“evil plans to restore the tyranny of a rotten, overthrown empire.”  

 He said “The Lord is with us in this struggle, because we are fighting for 
truth and goodness against demonic tyranny and resentment…. We believe 
that our people will overcome all new challenges – that Ukraine will win its 
victory.” 

Meanwhile, the Primate of Ukraine’s Greek Catholic Church, Major 
Archbishop Sviatoslav Shevchuk of Kyiv-Halych, said that this Spring and 
Summer may well be the last for many, including himself. 

He went on: “As the war escalates, and the enemy intensifies its offensive 
against Ukraine, I call on everyone to pray vigorously and tirelessly for the 
Ukrainian army, because the fate of Ukraine and the world is now being 
decided.”

Christian Aid -  are spending £8m received from donations on vital supplies 
such as medical supplies, first aid kits, baby incubators as well as food and 
shelter for refugees in Ukraine and Hungary. 

 

All We Can -   donations are being used to support the response to the 
crisis happening in Ukraine, and ensure that critical humanitarian 
assistance is available to those who need it and to meet emergency needs– 
including through trauma-sensitive mental healthcare in Ukraine delivered 
by mental health professionals; Psychological First Aid training for staff and 
volunteers in Poland, so that they can best support refugees in reception 
centres manage stress; hygiene kits; and kits of essential items such as 
towels, bedlinen, cleaning supplies and toiletries. 
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What kind of queen 

 

Traditional images of monarchy portray power, status, and superiority over 
other people. In biblical times, monarchs were to be feared.  When 
teaching His disciples about leadership, Jesus said, “The kings of the 
Gentiles (pagans) lord it over them; and those in authority over them are 
called benefactors.” A benefactor was a conspicuously generous person 
who acted in a way that made the recipient feel obligated. 

All this was in complete contrast to Christ’s own style, which was to act like 
a servant. This radical stance was adopted by the young Princess Elizabeth, 
when she promised the British Commonwealth, “I declare before you all 
that my whole life whether it be long or short shall be devoted to your 
service …”. 

It was just the same when she became Queen in 1952.  Queen Elizabeth 
has consciously and deliberately applied Christ’s teaching to her reign for 
70 years.  She has outlived scores of leaders, some with ambitions beyond 
their abilities, and a few with delusions of grandeur. Her ideals have 
outlasted theirs. Consistent, determined, charming, and single-minded, 
she has held before her the model of Christ, washing His disciples’ feet. 

The Queen is Supreme Governor of the Church of England but her interest 
in faith goes well beyond this title. She holds a strong Christian faith and 
has exemplified this in her lifetime of dedicated service. 

A centrepiece of the celebrations will be a Service of Thanksgiving at St 
Paul’s Cathedral, London, on Friday June 3rd. It’s fitting that the service will 
form a key part of the Jubilee, as the Queen has been vocal in speaking 
about her Christian faith in a series of high-profile broadcasts. 

In her Christmas Day broadcast in 2016, she said: “Jesus Christ lived 
obscurely for most of his life, and never travelled far. He was maligned and 
rejected by many, though he had done no wrong. And yet billions of people 
now follow his teaching and find in him the guiding light for their lives.  

“I am one of them, because Christ’s example helps me see the value of 
doing small things with great love, whoever does them and whatever they 
themselves believe.” 
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Little Silver’ 
 

If you have ever had chemotherapy, or a heart pacemaker installed, you 
will be particularly grateful for the properties of platinum.  
 

Platinum compounds disrupt the multiplication of cancerous cells, and 
the properties of platinum itself (its resistance to corrosion and 
tarnishing) make it particularly suitable for electrical contacts in 
pacemakers. 
 

But platinum has other properties which make it a topical subject.  
 

The word ‘Platinum’ comes from the Spanish for ‘little silver’ (‘plata’ 
meaning silver, as in the River Plate in Argentina.) Platinum is very rare. It 
is much rarer than gold. It is therefore very precious and has generally 
been more expensive than gold. 
 

The International Standard Kilogram is made from platinum alloys which 
can be relied upon not to vary over time. Platinum is a very dense metal. 
It is denser than pure gold. It carries a great deal of ‘gravitas.’ 
 

Platinum is what scientists call a ‘Noble Metal’ – because it can withstand 
almost any chemical attack. It is the least reactive of all metals. 
 

All these characteristics apply well to our much-loved Queen. She is 
‘petite and silver’, she has ‘gravitas’, and she has remained untarnished 
over a very long period of time, despite having been in constant contact 
with all manner of people.
